To all of you who came out in support, a huge THANK YQOU is in order—
especially as UNISON will now be having further talks with the Local
Government Employers aimed at settling the pay dispute.

As UNITY went to press, discussions between UNISON, Unite and the
employers led to an understanding that talks can go ahead with a timetable
yet to be agreed.

This means that further dates for action will be put on hold and the situation
will be reviewed in September.
